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iiii) GDPR Update

The Government has tabled an amendment to its own Data Protection Bill to exempt all
parish and town councils and parish meetings in England and community and town councils in
Wales from the requirement to appoint a Data Protection Officer (DPO) under the General
Data Protection Regulation.

Officials from the Department for Culture, Media and Sport have confirmed that all other
measures will still apply, but that appointing a Data Protection Officer to support a council’s
approach to data protection will be discretionary. The Clerk is to continue working on
compliance and is liaising with SALC and the DPO Centre regarding templates for documents,
such as Policies, consent forms etc. And also, regarding further training.
